Bacteriology (CMPT) Laboratory Classification:

Laboratories are classified based on their scope of testing:

‘A’ Level Laboratory - this may include testing for all types of specimens handled to a level 4 extent (i.e. direct specimen examination, inoculation, specimen identification and antimicrobial susceptibility) regardless of the overall volume of specimens per year.

‘C1’ Level Laboratory - this includes Gram Stains only.

‘C2’ Level Laboratory - this includes the following:

Gram Stains

·
Urine culture - limited to identification and susceptibility testing for common uropathogens including Staphylococcus spp. and easily identified enterobacteriaceae including, P. aeruginosa and Enterococcus spp.

‘C3’ Level Laboratory - this includes the following:

Gram Stains

·
Throat cultures - culture for Group A Streptococcus only

·
Urine culture - limited to identification and susceptibility testing for common uropathogens including Staphylococcus spp. and easily identified enterobacteriaceae including, P. aeruginosa and  Enterococcus spp.

Direct exam Q scores - sputas/wounds

·
Vaginal wet preparation
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
