Terms of Reference

Triplicate Prescription Program (TPP) – Mandate

1. Improve patient care by providing timely and relevant information on targeted drugs to prescribers, pharmacists, and consumers.

2. Reduce the misuse and abuse (non-medical use) of targeted medications.

3. Monitor the prescribing and dispensing practices of prescribers and pharmacists for the targeted medications.

4. Provide timely, accurate information and feedback to prescribers and pharmacists regarding prescribing and dispensing practices and patterns for the targeted drugs.

5. Identify potential areas of drug misuse or abuse and work with TPP partners to address issues.

TPP Steering Committee

1. Objectives and Activities

· To review and revise the TPP strategic plan and determine annual business priorities.

· To review and revise administrative policies and procedures in order to recommend changes where appropriate.

· To review requests for inclusion and deletion of medications on the TPP drug list using the TPP Medication List Criteria.

· To regularly review and periodically update the list of included medications.
· To ensure feasibility of any recommended changes to the list of included medications; i.e., data collection requirements, costs and funding.
· To assess funding needs both in the short term and the long term.

· To provide assistance in the ongoing review of the communications plan.

· To review the technology requirements and determine appropriate options.

· To review privacy issues taking into account pertinent privacy legislation and determine compliance issues for the program. 

· To develop evaluation mechanisms for the program (including outcome measures).

· Conduct and review evaluation of the program.

2. Membership
· Chair

· The Committee will be chaired by a representative of the College of Physicians and Surgeons of Alberta.

· Representative(s) or Appointee(s) from each of the following:

· The College of Physicians and Surgeons of Alberta

· The Alberta College of Pharmacists

· Government Representation (may include Alberta Health and Wellness or Alberta Human Resources and Employment)

· Alberta Medical Association

· Pharmacists Association of Alberta

· Alberta Dental Association and College

· Alberta Alcohol and Drug Abuse Commission

· Specific representatives may be invited to attend meetings by the Chairs.

· Alberta Veterinary Medical Association

· Non-Insured Health Benefits (Federal)

· College of Physicians and Surgeons of Alberta, Communications

· Office of the Information Privacy Commissioner

· Regional Health Authorities

· Pharmaceutical Information Network

· Continuing Medical Education Directors

3. Function
· A member will attend as a representative of the respective organization and if unable to attend will appoint another person to take his/her place.

· Representatives will keep their stakeholder organizations apprised of discussion and decisions.

· Input from an organization will be through its appointed member.

· Member organizations will be assumed to endorse the objectives of the program and the terms of reference of the committee, a responsibility of the representatives.

· A member organization will not be required to approve specific policies and procedures necessary for implementation of programs.

· The TPP will operate within policies and procedures established and approved by the steering committee and these will be added to the terms of reference as appropriate.
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
